Communications Svstem

Conventional Signaling

The inter-machine signaling svstemn which has been traditionally used in North
America for the purpose of transmirting the called number's address digits from
the originating end office to the switching machine that willterminate the call.

[n this system. all of the dialed digits are received by the originating switching
machine, a path is selected, and the sequence of supervisory signals and
outpulsed digits is initiated. No overlap outpulsing, ten-digit ANT, ANI
information digits, or acknowledgement wink are included in this signaling
sequence.

Customer Message

A completed intrastate call originated by an end user. A customer message
begins when answer supervision from the premise of the ordering customer is
| received by Telephone Company recording equipment indicating that the called

Effective 2-Wire

A condition which permits the simultaneous transmission tn both directions over
a channel, which does not insure independent information transmission in both
directions.

Effective 4-Wire

A condition which permits the simultaneous independent transmission of
information in both directions over a channel. The method of implementing
effective 4-wire transmussion is at the discretion of the Telephone Company
(physical, time domain, frequency-domain separation or echo cancellation
iechniques).
