White
opened the first Lolo’s in 2002.

“In making these videos, I’ve had a front row seat to the best business minds who found the
American Dream from their own diverse paths,” said Commissioner Forese. “Whether you are 14, 40, or
80 the same opportunities are available and these stories show what is possible.”

“The advice I give young people is shoot for that star, don’t be afraid to fail,” said Jerry
Colaneglo. “That is what life is all about is who is standing last. You will only learn from the mistakes
you make.”

The series of 10 videos also feature; UFC Lightweight Champion Benson Henderson, San Tan
Brewery owner Anthony Canecchia, Crossroads of the West Gun Show owner Bob Templeton, real estate
investor Michael Pollack, AZCrown Investments owner Eric Crown, restauranteurs Skip and Nancy
Chase, and Valley businessman investor Craig Coppola.
